ITU-APT Foundation of India (IAFI) is delighted to share its previous month's activities with
you:

IAFI Radio Group Meeting for WP-5D -29-04-2026: The IAFI Radio Group meeting was held on
April 29, 2026, to review and finalize contributions for the upcoming 52nd ITU-R WP-5D meeting,
scheduled for May 25 to June 5, 2026, in Geneva, Switzerland. With strong remote participation
from IAFI members, the group discussed seven key documents in detail, including a specific
contribution regarding FWA-BB from HFCL. The seven contributions under review included (a) A
joint proposal by IAFI and WWRF to organize a Workshop on IMT-2030 (6G) during the 54th WP-
5D meeting in February 2027 (b) Updates to ITU- R M.2528 regarding Multimedia (c) Revisions to
ITU-R M.2480 on National Approaches (d) Updates to ITU-R M.2527 regarding IMT use-cases (e)
Inputs for WRC-27 Agenda Item 1.13 concerning Direct Connectivity (DC-MSS-IMT) (f)
Developments in Air-to-Ground communications and (g) Further updates to the FWA-BB document.
Following the discussions, members suggested additional refinements to several drafts. These
updated documents will be presented at the next group meeting, anticipated next week, ensuring all
final contributions are ready well ahead of the WP-5D submission deadline on May 15, 2026.

TRAI Releases Consultation Paper on “Proliferation of Public Wi-Fi Networks in India: The
Telecom Regulatory Authority of India (TRAI) has issued a Consultation Paper on 27 April, 2026
regarding the "Proliferation of Public Wi-Fi Networks in India" to review current regulatory
frameworks and accelerate nationwide infrastructure growth. TRAI is seeking stakeholder feedback,
with initial comments due by May 25, 2026, and counter-comments by June 8, 2026. The paper
evaluates India's current Wi-Fi deployment and demand against global best practices. To overcome
existing barriers, the consultation explores the collaborative roles of government bodies, internet
service providers, and private entities in establishing viable public Wi-Fi models across rural, urban,
and high-footfall areas. Furthermore, it comprehensively addresses technical and commercial
frameworks, including authorization, seamless roaming allowing users to remain connected across
different Wi-Fi providers without repetitive logins,, billing systems, and sustainable revenue models
vital for the ecosystem's long-term success. TRAI notes that per-GB data costs on Wi-Fi are
significantly lower than mobile broadband, making it a vital tool for digital inclusion among price-
sensitive users.

ITU Webinar regarding AI-Driven African Cities and Communities: IAFI participated in a
webinar organized by the International Telecommunication Union (ITU) and the African
Telecommunications Union (ATU) on 27 April 2026, focused on AI-Driven African Cities and
Communities. The event commenced with opening remarks from Mr. John Omo (Secretary-
General, ATU) and Mr. Seizo Onoe (Director, Telecommunication Standardization Bureau, ITU). The
session explored how AI-driven Digital Public Infrastructure (DPI) can create more efficient,
inclusive, and resilient communities, as Africa’s cities move beyond AI experimentation toward
coordinated, scalable, and responsible implementation. Discussions centered on transitioning from
data collection to active decision-making, with speakers emphasizing four key areas: building AI-
ready infrastructure that delivers tangible benefits to citizens; ensuring interoperability to prevent
vendor lock-in through open approaches; utilizing standardization to translate technical standards
into trusted, scalable solutions; and showcasing practical, real-world applications from African cities
and governments.

TEC and IAFI submitted a contribution to SG-20 of ITU-T: TEC (DoT), in association with IAFI,
submitted a contribution (C-593) proposing the creation of a new work item - ITU-T Y.HybIoT-Agri,
"Requirements for hybrid IoT network systems for digital agriculture in remote areas" in Study
Group 20 (SG-20) of the ITU-T. Agriculture remains a critical sector for global food security, rural
livelihoods, and economic development, particularly in developing countries. Increasing climate
variability, water scarcity, and the need for higher productivity are accelerating the adoption of digital
technologies in agriculture. The emergence of the IoT has enabled precision agriculture through the
real-time monitoring of soil, crops, livestock, and environmental conditions.
Digital agriculture relies heavily on data acquisition from deployed sensor networks to drive crop
growth monitoring, livestock tracking, and smart pest management. However, a significant
standardization gap exists regarding agricultural deployments in remote, rural, and un-served or
underserved areas, where terrestrial telecommunication infrastructure is often absent, unreliable, or
economically unviable. The SG-20 meeting will take place from 12 May to 21 May 2026, in Geneva,
Switzerland, in a hybrid format.

DoT commences Nation-wide trial of Mobile-Based Disaster Alert Systems: In an effort to
ensure the timely dissemination of critical information during emergencies, the Department of
Telecommunications (DoT) and the National Disaster Management Authority (NDMA) are
enhancing India's disaster communication capabilities by introducing Cell Broadcast (CB)
technology alongside the existing SMS-based system. Built on the ITU-recommended Common
Alerting Protocol (CAP), the current system already delivers geo-targeted SMS alerts across all 36
States and Union Territories; however, Cell Broadcast technology significantly improves upon this
by simultaneously transmitting alerts to all mobile devices within a specific geographic area for near
real- time delivery. As the government conducts nationwide trials of this upgraded system, officials
advise citizens to simply ignore the test messages they may receive on their devices. First trial will
take place on 02 May 2026.

India Nominated for WSIS Prizes 2026 in Enabling Environment Category: India has achieved
global recognition with the nomination of the Department of Telecommunications’ "Samriddh Gram"
initiative for the prestigious WSIS Prizes 2026 under the Enabling Environment category. Driven by
BharatNet, the world's largest rural broadband project, the initiative establishes Samriddhi Kendras
to deliver integrated "phygital" services—combining physical hubs with digital platforms—across
critical sectors like healthcare, education, agriculture, and governance. Following the recent
inauguration of India's first Samriddhi Kendra in Umri Village, Madhya Pradesh, this scalable,
community-based model is already transforming rural connectivity into tangible social and economic
empowerment. Public voting to support the Samriddh Gram project is currently open on the WSIS
Stocktaking Platform and will conclude on May 3, 2026, ahead of the WSIS Forum in Geneva this
July.

Working Party-4C Meeting: The 35th meeting of Working Party 4C (WP 4C), under Study Group 4
(SG 4) of the ITU-R, is currently taking place in Geneva, Switzerland, in a hybrid format. The
meeting began on April 22, 2026, and will continue until May 1, 2026. WP 4C is responsible for
"Efficient orbit/spectrum utilization for the mobile- satellite service (MSS) and the radio-
determination-satellite-service (RDSS)." Shri Bharat Bhatia, President of IAFI, is attending the
meeting physically, while several other IAFI members are participating virtually.
WP 4C consists of two working groups: WG 4C1 and WG 4C2. A total of 213 contributions were
submitted by various members, out of which 107 pertain to WG 4C1. Additionally, 84 contributions
focus specifically on WRC-27 Agenda Item 1.13 (DC-MSS-IMT).
IAFI submitted a contribution to the WP 4C meeting titled, “Updates to the Working Document draft
CPM Text regarding Agenda Item 1.13.” This agenda item deals with Direct Connectivity between
MSS and IMT user equipment (DC-MSS-IMT) in the 694 MHz to 2.69 GHz range. The document
proposes preliminary text for the Conference Preparatory Meeting (CPM) for WRC-27. Ultimately,
this agenda item explores allowing Mobile-Satellite Services (MSS) to connect directly with
standard terrestrial mobile devices (such as smartphones) to complement existing terrestrial
network coverage.

IAFI Participation in ITU Space Connect Episode 3: IAFI participated in the ITU Space Connect
Episode-3, held concurrently with the thirty-fifth meeting of ITU-R Working Party 4C (WP 4C). The
session focused on the intersection of space systems, artificial intelligence, and development,
highlighting the critical need for girls and young women to actively participate in the design,
operation, and governance of frontier technologies embedded in critical space networks.
Aligned with the global celebration of International Girls in ICT Day (April 23), the episode explored
actionable pathways to bridge gender gaps in digital transformation and space technology. A panel
of prominent figures at the cutting edge of the space and telecommunications industries, including
Ms. Edith Hattie Kalagho, Ms. Agnes Chavez, and Dr. Maya Nasr, discussed key developments,
tackled sector challenges, and shared insights on empowering the next generation of women in
STEM (Science, Technology, Engineering, and Mathematics).

IAFI Contribution to Working Party 4A: IAFI submitted a contribution regarding the review of
sharing conditions in the 13.75–14 GHz band under WRC-27 Agenda Item 1.2, which aims to
enable the operation of Fixed-Satellite Service (FSS) uplink earth stations using smaller antenna
sizes. IAFI proposed a streamlined method for "smart" regulatory flexibility by shifting the focus from
rigid antenna diameters to constellation-specific EIRP density limits. This approach accommodates
new and innovative satellite architectures while ensuring the robust protection of incumbent
radiolocation and space research services. It may be noted that the upcoming meeting of ITU-R
Working Party 4A (WP 4A) will take place from May 4 to May 14, 2026, in Geneva, Switzerland, in a
hybrid format

IAFI call for the dedicated National Anti-Scam Framework: The ITU-APT Foundation of India
(IAFI) in a Press Release, urged the Telecom Regulatory Authority of India (TRAI) to fundamentally
restructure its regulatory approach by structurally separating Unsolicited Commercial
Communication (UCC) from criminal scam communications. Noting that modern scams are
sophisticated cybercrimes requiring distinct handling from standard enterprise spam, IAFI
highlighted that the current unified framework disproportionately burdens telecom operators without
effectively curbing fraud. To resolve this, IAFI has proposed a dual-track regulatory architecture:
one track maintaining consent and compliance protocols for legitimate businesses, and a second,
dedicated Scam and Fraud Prevention Framework designed to aggressively combat malicious
actors through stringent KYC norms, real-time detection, and rapid blocking.
IAFI is also advocating for critical legal and institutional reforms, emphasized the need to grant
telecom operators legal immunity to freely deploy AI-driven fraud detection tools. Furthermore,
recognizing that scams operate across telecom, digital, and financial networks, IAFI recommended
the creation of a unified cross-ministry task force and a centralized intelligence hub—modeled after
Australia’s National Anti-Scam Centre—to ensure seamless information sharing and coordinated
enforcement across government agencies, service providers, and law enforcement.

Telcos urge Centre to cut spectrum prices ahead of auction: Ahead of the next spectrum
auction, the telecom industry body COAI has urged the government to lower bid prices, saying
service providers have yet to recover their huge investments in 5G infrastructure, according to an
official. COAI said that the industry expects the government to consider the massive investment
made by telecom operators in 5G, without any return on investment. A spectrum cannot be just
used by picking it up from the auction, but it has to be made usable with large investments.
The TRAI in February 2026 recommended that the government put the entire 11,790 MHz of
available spectrum in the frequency bands of 600 MHz, 800 MHz, 900 MHz, 1800 MHz, 2100 MHz,
2300 MHz, 2500 MHz, 3300 MHz and 26 GHz for auction. The regulator's recommended base price
values the entire spectrum at ₹2.1 lakh crore. The recommended price is estimated to be 19 per
cent cheaper than prices recommended for the last auction held in 2022.

IAFI Radio Group Meeting: The IAFI Radio Group meeting was held virtually on 16-04-2026 to
discuss and finalize the work items for which IAFI will submit contributions to the upcoming WP-5D
Meeting. All ongoing issues were discussed in detail, and the group finalized the list of action items
for IAFI. Please note that the deadline to submit contributions to WP-5D is 15th May 2026, and the
52nd WP-5D meeting will be held from 25th May to 5th June 2026 in Geneva, Switzerland. It was
decided that the next Radio Group meeting will be held virtually at 16:00 Hrs on 23-04-2026.

IAFI Contribution to WP-4C Meeting: IAFI submitted a contribution to the WP-4C meeting
regarding the “Updates to the Working Document draft CPM Text regarding Agenda Item 1.13,”
which deals with Direct Connectivity between MSS and IMT user equipment (DC-MSS-IMT) in the
694 MHz to 2.69 GHz range. The document proposes preliminary text for the Conference
Preparatory Meeting (CPM) for WRC-27. This agenda item explores allowing Mobile-Satellite
Services (MSS) to connect directly with standard terrestrial mobile devices (such as smartphones)
to complement existing terrestrial network coverage. It may be noted that the WP-4C hybrid
meeting will take place from 22 April to 01 May, 2026 at Geneva, Switzerland.

NWG-20 Meeting organized by TEC: IAFI participated in the 11th virtual meeting of the National
Working Group 20 (NWG-20) of TEC, corresponding to ITU-T Study Group 20 on “Internet of
Things (IoT), Digital Twins and Smart Sustainable Cities & Communities (SSC&C),” which was held
on April 10, 2026. Shri R. S. Singh, DDG, chaired the meeting, and Ms. Namrata Singh, Dir (IoT),
TEC, served as the coordinator. TEC presented a proposal to introduce a new work item [ITU-T
Y.HybIoT-Agri] on the "Requirements and reference architecture for hybrid IoT network systems for
remote agriculture." It is pertinent to mention that the ITU-T SG-20 hybrid meeting is scheduled to
be held from May 12–21, 2026 at Geneva, Switzerland.

IAFI organized bid farewell and joining of new Wireless Advisor: IAFI organized a bid farewell
to ex-Wireless Advisor, Shri V J Christopher and welcome of the new Wireless Advisor, Shri Naresh
Kumar Bhola on 17-04-2026 at CSOI K G Marg, New Delhi. Shri Bhola, Sr Wireless Advisor
assumed charge as the Wireless Adviser to the Government of India in the Department of
Telecommunications (DoT) on April 1, 2026. He succeeds Shri V.J. Christopher, who retired on
superannuation on March 31, 2026.
Shri Christopher began his career as an IRRS Officer with the Wireless Monitoring Organization
(WMO) in 1991, serving at various Monitoring Stations, the Satellite Monitoring Station in Jalna, and
the Regional Headquarters in Mumbai. In 2006, he was posted to the Wireless Planning and
Coordination (WPC) Wing, working across different licensing divisions. He was promoted to Joint
Wireless Adviser (JWA) in 2018 and posted at RLO Mumbai, before being elevated to Wireless
Adviser in November 2022. During his distinguished tenure, he acted as the Chairman of the India
National Preparatory Committee (NPC-23) for WRC-23 and was heavily involved in 6GHz band
planning and India's 6G spectrum strategy. Additionally, the National Frequency Allocation Plan-
2025 was released on schedule largely due to his immense efforts and leadership.
In addition, Shri Bhagirath, who recently promoted and joined as Joint Wireless Advisor was also
welcomed. He joined as Group-A IRRS Officer in 1997 and participated in the six international
conferences at Geneva, Switzerland, Hanoi and Da Nang, Vietnam, and Bali, Indonesia.

The 18th Meeting of the NSG-4: The WPC Wing of the DoT organized the 18th virtual meeting of
the NSG-4 (corresponding to SG-4 of the ITU-R) on 18-04-2026, to discuss and finalize the various
contributions to be submitted to the upcoming WP-4A meeting. IAFI had earlier submitted four
contributions focusing on AI-1.1, 1.2, 1,3, and 1.5, for submission to WP-4A meeting as well as one
contribution for WP4C on agenda item 1.13 While the contribution on 1.1 and 1.5 were already
agreed, the meeting could not reach a consensus on contributions for 1.2 and 1.3.

DoT and SEBI Sign MoU to Strengthen Fight Against Telecom-Linked Financial Fraud: In a
significant move to reinforce the security of India’s financial ecosystem, the Department of
Telecommunications (DoT) and the Securities and Exchange Board of India (SEBI) have entered
into a strategic partnership. The Memorandum of Understanding (MoU) aims to enhance
cooperation in tackling the misuse of telecom resources in securities market frauds and investment-
related scams.
The MoU was signed by Shri Sanjeev Kumar Sharma, Deputy Director General of the AI & Digital
Intelligence Unit (AI&DIU) at DoT, and Shri Sandip Pradhan, Whole Time Member of SEBI, in the
presence of Shri Deb Kumar Chakrabarti, Member (Services) of the Digital Communications
Commission. This agreement marks a major step toward deeper convergence between telecom
intelligence and financial market regulation.
Now, DoT will share the Financial Fraud Risk Indicator (FRI) with SEBI to help identify mobile
numbers linked to suspicious patterns through multi-dimensional analysis. The Mobile Number
Revocation List (MNRL) will also be shared automatically, enabling SEBI regulated entities,
including brokers and asset management companies, to ensure that investor accounts are
associated only with active and valid mobile connections. In a reciprocal arrangement, SEBI will
provide inputs on telecom resources linked to accounts involved in cyber fraud, impersonation or
money mule activities, allowing swift action in the telecom domain.

Government likely to roll out mobile PLI 2.0 with outlay of over $5 billion by May, 2026: The
government is preparing to launch a new production-linked incentive scheme by May to double
India's mobile phone exports. Backed by an outlay of over $5 billion (approx. ₹46,000 crore), the
initiative builds on the success of the 2020 Scheme for Large Scale Electronics Manufacturing
(LSEM). The new initiative aims to double the export of mobile phones from India. It follows the
Scheme for Large Scale Electronics Manufacturing (LSEM), commonly known as the PLI scheme
for mobile phones, which was launched in 2020 to boost domestic manufacturing with an initial
outlay of ₹40,995 crore (about $5.7 billion at the time).
According to official data, smartphones worth ₹2.62 lakh crore (roughly $28 billion) were exported in
2025, with Apple emerging as the major success story of the initiative. As of February 2026, total
exports under the existing scheme have crossed ₹6.2 lakh crore. This figure surpasses the
scheme's original target of ₹4.87 lakh crore by 27 percent.

AWG-36 Meeting at Brunei, Darussalam: The 36th Meeting of the Asia-Pacific Telecommunity
(APT) Wireless Group (AWG-36) successfully concluded on 10 th April, 2026 in Bandar Seri
Begawan, Brunei Darussalam. Meeting was organized by the Asia-Pacific Telecommunity (APT)
and hosted by the Authority for Info-communications Technology Industry (AITI) of Brunei, from April
6 to 10, 2026. Meeting was attended by 404 participants, including 328 delegates from 26 member
countries.
A major highlight of the conference was the decisive participation of the Indian delegation. Several
members of the IAFI, including Shri Bharat Bhatia (President, IAFI), Dr. Punit Rathod (Lead
Technical Standard, Qualcomm), Shri Jitendra Singh, and Dr. Sendil Devar, actively steered the
regional agenda. Indian representatives successfully guided critical discussions by chairing several
key Sub-Working Groups (SWGs) and Task Groups (TGs) throughout the session, underscoring
India’s commitment to advancing collaborative technological growth. A 6G Workshop was organized
by Dr Sendil Devar along with China during AWG-36.
The successful conclusion of AWG-36 was highlighted by major leadership appointments for India:
Shri Bharat Bhatia, President, IAFI, appointed as Vice-Chairman/Special Advisor to AWG-36 and
Dr. Punit Rathod, Lead -Technical Standard, Qualcomm, appointed as Chair of SWG IMT- TECH.
AWG-36 marks a significant step forward in Asia-Pacific telecom collaboration, with India positioned
at the forefront of the region's wireless future. Next AWG-37 meeting will be held at Dhaka,
Bangladesh.

10th meeting of NWP4A2 on agenda item 1.5 of WRC-27: The 10th meeting of NWP4A2 was
held on April 7, 2026, to further consider the IAFI input on WRC-27 Agenda Item 1.5, along with
draft action points related to the Viasat submission and additional inputs from Amazon LEO. The
revised document—featuring changes to sections such as responsible administration, NCMC
capabilities, non-GSO studies, and service area exclusions—was reviewed and approved for
submission to NSG-4 without further modification. Discussions on a separate document concerning
Recommendation S.1503 and Article 22 limits saw differing views, with some members preferring
no changes to the existing Viasat submission. It was ultimately agreed that a new document
incorporating prior inputs and proposed action points would be prepared for consideration at the
next meeting.

17th meeting of the National Study Group 4 (NSG4) on Contributions to WP4A and WP4C:
17th meeting of NSG4 was held on 10 April 2026. The meeting was chaired by Ms M Revathi, Joint
Wireless Adviser to the Govt. of India. The meeting considered IAFI contributions for agenda items
1.1, 1.2, 1.3 and 1.5. Contribution on 1.5 was approved while other contributions will be reworked
by the NWP 4A1.

TRAI Consultation Paper on Framework for Direct-to-Device (D2D) Satellite Networks: On
April 8, 2026, TRAI released a consultation paper titled "Framework for Satellite Communication
Network Authorisation, and Assignment of Spectrum to Satellite Communication Network
Providers." This was issued at the behest of the Department of Telecommunications (DoT), which
proposed the introduction of a new Satellite Communication Network (SCN) Authorisation under the
Telecommunications Act, 2023. Key highlights and objectives of the Consultation Paper is regarding
exploring the feasibility of Direct-to-Device communication, enabling direct transmission from
satellites to ordinary mobile phones, to bridge the digital divide by providing seamless, ubiquitous
connectivity, particularly in remote and rural areas that remain un-served or underserved by
traditional networks. TRAI is seeking stakeholder views on whether this D2D service should be
provided using Mobile Satellite Services (MSS) spectrum or the standard International Mobile
Telecommunications (IMT) spectrum used for regular cellular services. It proposes for infrastructure
providers to hold spectrum, as can deploy satellites and gateway earth stations, and then lease
capacity to multiple terrestrial telecom service providers. Last date of submission of comments is 06
May, 2026.

NWG-20 (SG-20) Meeting at TEC – 10-04-2026: IAFI participated in the 11th virtual meeting of the
National Working Group 20 (NWG-20) of TEC, corresponding to ITU-T Study Group 20 on “Internet
of Things (IoT), Digital Twins and Smart Sustainable Cities & Communities (SSC&C),” which was
held on April 10, 2026. Shri R. S. Singh, DDG, chaired the meeting, and Ms. Namrata Singh, Dir
(IoT), TEC, served as the coordinator.
A total of ten documents were presented and discussed in detail during the meeting. TEC
presented a proposal to introduce a new work item [ITU-T Y.HybIoT-Agri] on the "Requirements and
reference architecture for hybrid IoT network systems for remote agriculture." During the
discussions, it was agreed that IAFI will join as a co-editor/supporting organization, along with India
and C-DOT.
The next and final meeting of the NWG-20 will be held next week. It is pertinent to mention that the
ITU- T SG-20 meeting is scheduled to be held from May 12–21, 2026.

UAE launches World’s First 10G Internet Network using U6GHz Spectrum: The UAE launches
the world's first 10G U6GHz internet network, offering ultra-fast speeds, low latency and paving the
way for advanced technologies and future 6G connectivity. The U6GHz spectrum works in the
frequency range of 6425-7125 MHz. It is often called a “golden band” because it offers both wide
coverage and high speed at the same time. The new network in the UAE is extremely fast and
powerful. It can provide download speeds up to 10 Gbps and upload speeds up to 1 Gbps. Such
high speeds make day to day online activities much smoother, as large files can be downloaded in
seconds, watch ultra HD videos without buffering, and enjoy faster response times in online gaming
and apps. Another important feature is low latency, which means very little delay. This is especially
useful for advanced technologies like artificial intelligence, cloud services and virtual reality.

National Working Party (NWP) – 4C Meeting: WPC wing of DoT organized a virtual meeting of
the National Working Party (NWP)-4C on 30-03-2026 at 1100 Hrs. under the Chairmanship of Ms.
Sofi of ISRO. IAFI proposal regarding CPM text of Agenda Item 1.13 was discussed and approved
with some editorial changes

National Study Group 4 (NSG – 4) Meeting: WPC wing of DoT organized a virtual meeting of the
National Study Group 4 (NSG – 4) on 01-04-2026 at 14030 Hrs. under the Chairmanship of Ms.
Revathi Mannepalli, JWA, WPC. The meeting considered the following documents and took
appropriate actions as described below:

The document on “Sharing and compatibility studies between the incumbent RDSS systems (i.e.,
NavIC in the 2 483.5 - 2 500 MHz band) and the envisaged MSS systems for DC-MSS- IMT in
the 2.5/2.6 GHz frequency bands for Agenda Item 1.13 of WRC-27” was approved with the
condition that ISRO should make the “methodology of the study” section before the “Results”
section and resubmit to NSG-4.
The document on “Incumbent system characteristics in the 2.4/2.5/2.6 GHz frequency bands for
sharing and compatibility studies for Agenda Item 1.13” was approved with a few editorial
corrections.
The document on “system characteristics for conducting sharing studies under WRC-27 agenda
item 1.11” was approved with the condition that ISRO would work with Coordinator NWP 4A-2 to
improve the Introduction part of the document.

Activities in our focus areas during October to December 2025

While artificial intelligence (AI) is closely associated with algorithms and data, its effective
deployment also depends on connectivity over the radio‑frequency spectrum that enables wireless
digital services worldwide.
As the importance of spectrum‑based technologies keeps growing, women remain
underrepresented in radiocommunications and spectrum-related decision‑making processes. At the
most recent World Radiocommunication Conference (WRC) organized by the International
Telecommunication Union (ITU), women still accounted for fewer than a quarter of the delegates.
ITU Member States are committed to promoting gender equality, equity and parity across the work
of the Radiocommunication Sector (ITU-R), including in study groups, conference preparatory
activities and leadership roles.
Countries around the world adopted a Gender Resolution at the Radiocommunication Assembly
2023 (RA‑23). This resolution calls for strengthening, accelerating and scaling up women’s
participation across all ITU‑R activities and recognizes the need for balanced representation in
leadership positions to drive lasting change. It states that all ITU policies, work programmes,
information dissemination, publications, study groups, seminars, courses, assemblies, and
conferences on radiocommunications should reflect the sector’s commitment to gender equality.
The Radio Regulations, the international treaty governing the use of radio resources and satellite
orbits, are adopted and revised by ITU Member States every three to four years at WRC, with the
support of the ITU Radiocommunication Sector. Decisions taken at each WRC shape how spectrum
is shared among services and reliably used by technologies that increasingly support AI‑enabled
applications.

The Asia-Pacific Telecommunity (APT) organized the 3rd Meeting of the APT Preparatory Group for
the ITU Plenipotentiary Conference 2026 (APT PP26-3) from 30 March to 2 April 2026 in Bangkok,
Thailand, via a physical meeting with a remote participation modality. Shri Bharat Bhatia, President,
IAFI attended the meeting physically along with many other IAFI members. The Meeting was
hosted by the National Broadcasting and Telecommunications Commission (NBTC) of the Kingdom
of Thailand. A total of 231 people attended the meeting, including 156 physical participants. A total
of 36 contributions were discussed, with India submitting the highest number (12 contributions) and
China submitting 10. Four information documents from CITEL, CEPT, RCC, and the ITU were also
presented and discussed. The 4th Meeting of the APT Preparatory Group for the ITU
Plenipotentiary Conference 2026 (APT PP26-4) will be held from 15 to 19 June 2026 in Kuala
Lumpur, Malaysia.

DoT commences Nation-wide trial of Mobile-Based Disaster Alert Systems: In an effort to ensure
the timely dissemination of critical information during emergencies, the Department of
Telecommunications (DoT) and the National Disaster Management Authority (NDMA) are
enhancing India's disaster communication capabilities by introducing Cell Broadcast (CB)
technology alongside the existing SMS-based system. Built on the ITU-recommended Common
Alerting Protocol (CAP), the current system already delivers geo-targeted SMS alerts across all 36
States and Union Territories; however, Cell Broadcast technology significantly improves upon this
by simultaneously transmitting alerts to all mobile devices within a specific geographic area for near
real- time delivery. As the government conducts nationwide trials of this upgraded system, officials
advise citizens to simply ignore the test messages they may receive on their devices. First trial will
take place on 02 May 2026.

The Telecom Regulatory Authority of India (TRAI) released its Independent Drive Test (IDT) findings
for the Andhra Pradesh Licensed Service Area (LSA), covering extensive city of Warangal and
surrounding areas in the month of March 2026. The drive tests conducted under the supervision of
the TRAI Regional Office, Hyderabad, were designed to capture real-world mobile network
performance across diverse usage environments- Urban Zones, Institutional Hotspots, rural
residential areas etc. Between 23rd March 2026 to 25th March 2026, TRAI teams conducted
detailed tests for 375.3 Kms Warangal City drive test and 8 Hotspot locations. Technologies
evaluated included 2G, 3G, 4G, and 5G, reflecting the service experience of users across multiple
handset capabilities. The findings of the IDT have been intimated to all the TSPs concerned.
